This game will challenge your child to move around the game board as Nanuq, Nuka, or 
Umingmak. If they land on a piece of garbage, they must go back two spaces, but if they  
land on a cleanup bag, they can move ahead three spaces. 
Directions 
1.	 Download and print the Cleaning Up the Campsite Board Game from the Arvaaq  

Books website (www.arvaaqbooks.com).
2.	 Have your child colour and cut out the board game characters and the game board.  

(Assist as needed.) 
3.	 Find a set of dice to use for the game.
4.	 Have all players choose a character, and place the characters on the “Start” rock.
5.	 Explain to your child that you will take turns rolling the dice and moving the  

corresponding number of rocks. Show them how you will move back two spaces if you 
land on a piece of trash and move ahead three spaces if you land on a clean-up bag.

Sharing Sorting Game 
In this activity, children will explore actions that promote sharing, kindness, and 
cooperation. 
Directions 
1.	 Go through the book again with children. As you read, ask, “Is Nanuq sharing?”
2.	 Download and print the Sharing Sorting Game cards from inhabiteducation.com. 
3.	 Help children colour and cut out the cards. 
4.	 Find one card that shows Nanuq sharing and another that shows him not sharing. 

Place the cards in front of children. Explain that on the first card, Nanuq is sharing. 
On the second card, he is not.

5.	 Make a pile of all the other cards. Place the cards face down in front of children.
6.	 Have children flip over a card and look at the card. Ask children, “Is Nanuq 

sharing?” If he is, have children put that card under the card that shows Nanuq 
sharing. If not, have children put it under the card that shows him not sharing.

7.	 As you look at the images, talk with children about how they would feel if they 
were Nuka in each of the pictures, and why.

Community Cleanup
Talk with your child about why Nanuq was so upset about the garbage he found on the land. 
Discuss why he decided to pick up the garbage, even though it wasn’t his mess. Invite your child 
to go for a walk with you and look for ways to clean up your own community. Wear gloves 
and bring along a trash bag. With your child, clean up any garbage you see lying on the 
ground.

6.	 Begin the game, and assist as needed.

What Would You Say? Role Play
In this activity, children will use the cards from the previous activity to role-play using 
language that encourages sharing.
Directions 
1.	 With children, look at each card from the previous activity. 
2.	 Talk about what is happening on each card and ask children what they might say if 

they were Nanuq and Nuka in each situation. 
•• Example 1: Show the card with Nuka reading a book and not letting Nanuq see the 
pictures. Ask, “What would you say to Nuka if you were Nanuq?” Children might reply, 
“Nuka, can you please share the book with me? I’d like to see the pictures, too.” 

•• Example 2: Show the card with Nanuq sharing a snack with Nuka. Ask, “What would 
you say to Nanuq if you were Nuka?” Children might respond, “Thank you for sharing 
with me, Nanuq!”

3.	 Do this with each of the cards. Help children with examples if they are having  
trouble. 
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
